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INDIVIDUAL VOLUNTEER OPPORTUNITIES
There are many ways that you can help support the youth that we serve in our facility and in the community.  Here are just a few to consider:

Tutor

The goal for our kids is to finish their GED’s or receive their high school diplomas.  Many of them can attain this goal with the help of individual tutors.  Ideally, our tutors would be willing to commit to a six month time period to work consistently with youth in need.

Life Skills Instructor

There is an ongoing need for volunteers to present their individual expertise to our youth.  Life skills at CHMO encompass a wide range of topics designed to bring awareness and understanding to our youth.  Some examples are; personal finance, cooking, nutrition, health and wellness, fine arts, computer skills etc.

Fitness/Personal Trainer
Our drop in center has new fitness equipment and space for our youth to utilize for exercise and fitness.  A volunteer who has knowledge and experience in physical fitness is needed to instruct and lead fitness classes and weight equipment training.

Sort and Organize
CHMO is the recipient of ongoing clothing donations.  We can always utilize volunteers to sort through new donations and organize the donation closets.
Special Events
Volunteers are needed to help make our special events possible.  We rely on volunteer help for our annual Gala, the Candlelight Vigil, holiday party preparation and meals, and various events throughout the year.
Spirit Leader
Helping our youth realize the incredible value of a strong faith as a tool to help them through their difficult moments is an ongoing need.  Qualified and skilled leaders are needed to discuss faith issues, lead group prayer and offer pastoral assistance to interested youth.
Employment Assistant
In order for our youth to succeed, they must find employment.  There is an ongoing need for volunteers to help our youth find employment opportunities.  This volunteer can work in the facility with the youth utilizing network job postings or advocate for our youth to the employers of our community.
Clerical Assistant
Our staff can become overwhelmed with paperwork and filing.  Volunteers are needed to create databases, file, organize, help with mailings, and assist staff with various clerical jobs. 
Events/Entertainment

Organize recreational, cultural and educational opportunities for the young people staying in our shelter.  For example, our kids always appreciate free haircuts, makeovers, tickets and/or transportation to sports events, movies, museums, concerts or plays, dinner or any other activity that would provide a stress-free environment and change of scenery.  Parties or barbeques for the kids here are also big hits! We also could use help escorting our youth on outings or supervising them during activities that are already planned by our staff.
